Police Constable Nathan Thomas attended to present the police report but was called away to a traffic incident prior to the agenda item.

Public Participation 	Over twenty residents attended.  A number of residents raised concerns arising from the street lighting switch off.  The chairman responded that the issue will be addressed during the meeting.

(1) Apologies for Absence.  County Councillor L Yates

(2) Declarations of Personal & Prejudicial Interests. None

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 7th September 2011. Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on Agenda
· Street lighting - The Chairman read out correspondence received from County Cllr Liz Yates regarding the consultation process prior to switch off and the means of reviewing the situation in operation. Cllr Stringer reported that this process did not match his understanding from discussions at NEBF.  Council instructed the clerk to seek to reinstate the all night lighting at the OAP bungalows and  a light at Manor Close.					Clerk
· Norwith Hill modification order – NCC have agreed to issue the (redacted) claimants statements to one of the parties defending the claim under a Freedom of Information request.  To allow for further submissions of evidence the hearing has been postponed.  
· Cllr Stringer reported that he had raised his concerns with BDC Planning (Mr Schofield) over the inaccurate statistical data contained in the Misson development questionnaire report.  Council instructed the clerk to ensure the survey report was removed from BDC website and the errors corrected.									Clerk

(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech including a presentation from BDC Officers including the District Solicitor, and the TT Complaints Committee
BDC solicitor Carolyn Forster addressed the meeting.  Speaking hypothetically and using the analogy of the licencing conditions of ‘a village pub’ Carolyn explained the role of the Regulatory Authority (BDC) in prosecuting breaches of any licence and permit conditions and outlined the criminal procedures:
· All prosecutions start in the Magistrates Court but can be escalated to a higher court.  
· BDC have to prove any breach of permit conditions to the legal standard ‘beyond reasonable doubt’.
· BDC have taken expert legal opinion 
· As soon as information becomes ‘public knowledge’ it will be published on a special section of BDC website.

The Chariman suspended the meeting for public questions which ascertained that:
· No decision has been made as to where the case will be heard.
· BDC are satisfied that the witness statements have been made in good faith. 
· A breach of condition can be prosecuted more than once should the breach happen again after the decision of the court.
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· If a licence condition continues to be breached BDC may look at other interventions 
· At the highest levels BDC is committed to the prosecution of breaches of permit
· BDC aims to achieve a workable solution that meets the needs of all parties
· Residents must continue to report incidents of nuisance as normal either by phone, e-mail and/or log sheets – whichever manner they have always used.
· A review of the Permit is not required & is only undertaken every 6 years as per the Defra advice, however BDC can vary the conditions within the existing permit

MPC, and the other Councillors present, thanked BDC officers for their presentation, and passed on their particular thanks to Amy Ogden, BDC, and the TTCC for their achievements.

The Chairman resumed the formal MPC meeting.

· Cllr Woolliams reported on the issues covered in the village ‘walk about’ conducted with the NCC Highways Manager, Johnny Davis, and the Chairman on 14th September.  MPC instructed the clerk to obtain the traffic monitoring survey data.			Clerk
· Council noted the NCC correspondence regarding winter service requirements.  MPC instructed the clerk to order the five free bags of grit salt, and Cllr Bentley agreed to store it.													Clerk

 (7) Planning:
a. Planning decisions:- 32/11/00014 demolish existing dwelling & erect replacement & garage, land at Woodfield House, Newington Road – refused; 32/11/00016 retain change of use of land at Highwood Farm Misson – refused; 32/11/00017 demolition & reconstruction of front boundary wall & erect single storey extension to Holmfield House, Gibdyke – granted.

b. Planning Applications:– 32/11/00021 Millfield House, The Green – erect conservatory - MPC made No Comment.  
A resident brought a Building Control Notice to the attention of the council concerning Mill House.  Council instructed the clerk to investigate the issue with BDC Planners.	Clerk

c. To consider any other Planning Matters: 
· SHLAA Misson site allocations – Issues & Options (I&O). MPC reviewed the site allocations in the recent publication.  Council were concerned that a number of sites identified as ‘developable’ did not reflect their previous comments and the views of residents as expressed in the BDC questionnaire survey. Council instructed the clerk to formally respond to BDC with the reasons for their objections.						Clerk
· The clerk reported that BDC had provisionally booked the Misson Community Centre for the SHLAA I&O community consultation event on 8th November 2011. 
· The clerk reported that BDC anticipated that planning applications will be ‘paperless’ during 2012.  Cllr Stringer reported that a suitable projector & screen would cost in the region of £1,000. Council discussed their requirements and those of other community centre users. Cllr Cameron enquired whether other village projects may benefit more from any grant support provided by District & County Councillors. Council voted to seek three quotes for the projection equipment.									Cllr Stringer
· Council discussed the need to develop a portfolio of projects that would benefit from future funding opportunities and instructed the clerk to agenda at the next meeting.		Clerk

(8) Energy schemes including the RCAN Community Oil scheme
· The Chairman outlined a bulk oil buying scheme available to rural communities such as Misson.  Council felt the scheme had merit and instructed the clerk to circulate the information to the MPC mailing list and other groups within the parish for their consideration.	Clerk
· Chairman notified council of an ‘Energy Day’ hosted by Everton Parish Council on Saturday 19th November, 10am – 2.30pm.

(9) Policing
Members noted three crimes in the verbal police report provided by PC Thomas:
· Theft ‘other’ - cable from Spring’s Road.  One arrest has been made and bailed.
· Vehicle ‘interference’ on Coronation Avenue
· Theft ‘other’ – livestock (80 partridge) Spring’s Road
Police priorities remain the same:
· Speeding traffic
· Fear of crime
· Antisocial behaviour
The police are monitoring any policing issues reported that may be linked to the NCC street light switch off – as yet there is insufficient information to form an opinion on criminal activity.

(10) Communications
· The Chairman reported on a pilot scheme at Gringley which was providing high speed mobile broadband to the village which had poor landline connectivity.  Cllr Bentley agreed to find out further information from Gringley PC.						Cllr Bentley
