Public Participation 		One resident attended.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council & resident (also representing Misson Community Association) wished to offer their thoughts & condolences to the family of Mr Peter Wilde.  Peter’s contribution to Misson parish as a past Chairman of Misson Parish Council was greatly appreciated and widely recognised, indeed the current MPC meet in the Peter Wilde Room, a dedication in honour of Peter’s services to the community.

(1) Apologies for Absence.  Councillors V Shilling, J Sutherton, E Vallance and NCCllr L Yates.

(2) Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary & Non Pecuniary Interests. The Clerk outlined the unresolved issue raised by NALC in regard to Councillors Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in discussing and setting the parish precept.  Council resolved by unanimous vote to award all Members present a Dispensation to discuss and vote on the setting of the precept until the next elections in May 2014.  The clerk signed and dated the approval forms.

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 5th December 2012.  Council resolved to approve minutes as a true record.  

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on Agenda.  None

(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech.   TTCC reported:
· There was some concern with the observations in the last TTCC report.  Although the odour issues were less prevalent around the Misson Mill area, residents on Slaynes Lane and Manor Close had experienced odour over the Christmas period.  The TTCC representative agreed to ensure the approval by full Committee before the reports were circulated in future.					TTCC
· TTCC had concerns with the sampling techniques and area of sampling used by Odournet to produce their latest compliance testing report for TTN.  The 2km radius used excluded much of Bawtry which is known to be impacted upon by the factory odours.
· TTCC do not have an up to date record of complaints.  MPC encouraged everyone affected by the odours to continue to make formal complaints to BDC and TTN.

(6) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths.  
· Cllr Stringer reported on the site visit conducted with NCC Highways Manager Johnny Davis & NCC Cllr Liz Yates.  The interactive speed monitoring sign will be positioned 100 - 150 yards inside the 30mph speed limit on Bawtry Road.  Installation will be before the end of March.  Cllr Woolliams indicated a number of residents had concerns over speeding traffic entering the village from Misson Springs.  Cllr Stringer indicated that funding was not currently available for a sign on Station Road but NCC were aware of the parish concerns.
· Members raised concerns regarding the reflectors on the narrow bridge on Misson Springs Road which needed replacing or cleaning; together with the on-going subsidence issues on the road.  Council instructed the clerk to bring these issues to NCC Highways attention for repair.		Clerk
· The Clerk reported that Mr Martin Rowley was funding repairs to the Bryans Close Bridleway and further repairs would be made to Rugged Butts Lane.  Council thanked Mr Rowley for his support.
· Council instructed the Clerk to agenda the NCC Lengthsman Scheme for the next meeting.	Clerk

· Council considered the BDC advice regarding Neighbourhood Planning needs and the associated costs and resolved to make a formal Expression of Interest for Neighbourhood Planning funding.	Clerk
· Council discussed the requirement to view future planning applications electronically and instructed the clerk to plan for this & discuss their need of the large room with MCA & the Pre-School.	Clerk

(9) Communications 
· The Clerk reported that she had prepared an application with the Information Commissioner’s Office (cheque for payment presented at meeting) to comply with the Data Protection Act requirements.
· The Chairman reported on discussions with a Hull Supplier Network to test the reliability of broadband via  transponding radio signals.  The Chairman will keep the meeting updated with the results.
· The Clerk reported that Cllr D Bardsley from Everton will assist her in any further website training/updating requirements she may have.

(10) Misson Community Centre refurbishment – WREN grant award.
· Members discussed the contract papers and information received from WREN the Grant funder (papers circulated prior to meeting).  During the discussion a member of the public was engaged in the debate to which Cllr Stringer objected. The Chairman noted the objection and instructed it be formally recorded in the minutes.										Clerk
· Members expressed concern that:
· The figure used for the third party funding in the Contract differed from that requested in the Third Party Funding Agreement. The Clerk informed Members that the latter was correct and Members agreed to make the payment in order to secure the Grant Award.  Members instructed the clerk to seek a corrected Contract.  Cllr Cameron agreed to review the Contract with regard to Council’s responsibility & liabilities prior to approval.	Clerk/Cllr Cameron
· The Clerk was named in the Contract to sign on behalf of MPC.  Council instructed the Clerk to verify that this was proper procedure in compliance with MPC Standing Orders.	Clerk
· Subject to the above approvals Council resolved to be the signatory for the WREN Grant and authorised the clerk to sign the contract to comply with the WREN Terms & Conditions.

(11) Financial statement to 31st December 2012. The Clerk presented the financial statement to 31st December and council resolved to accept it. 

(12) Budget & Precept Approval.  
· Members had a comprehensive discussion on the budget issues facing the parish for 2013 -14 and the reducing levels of grant from BDC now and in future years. A particular concern was planning for large expenditure items such as any maintenance requirements of the Grade 1 listed churchyard.  
· Council felt an adequate reserve of around 18 months running costs was required as unrestricted reserves.   Currently the reserve is equivalent to around 12 months running costs.
· Council discussed the budget expenditure requirements & reviewed these against income & expenditure forecasts for 2013 -14. Council voted unanimously to set the Precept requirement at £9,210, together with the Council Tax Benefit Grant, this represents a 5% increase on the 2012-13 Precept.  MPC instructed the clerk to notify BDC of Misson Parish Precept requirement.	Clerk
