Public Participation 		Five residents attended.  Residents raised the issues of:
· Residents all stated that the nuisance from TTN odours remained as often and as noxious as ever.  A resident informed the meeting that John Mann MP had suggested a research visit to the Netherlands to see examples of un-polluting mushroom substrate production.  Would MPC pay for a member of the TTCC to attend?  MPC instructed the clerk to agenda at the next meeting.			Clerk
Residents and Members also commented on the survey from John Mann which some residents had received, but not all and not the parish council.
· Lorries carrying straw driving through the village along Top St during August & September.  MPC instructed the clerk to investigate if this was a breach of the TTN planning conditions.	Clerk
· Pavement along Bawtry Road coming into the village is overgrown from hedges and verges.  MPC instructed the clerk to follow up urgently with NCC Highways to action as this was a 	longstanding issue that hadn’t been addressed.									Clerk
· The Bryan’s Close public bridleway & Rugged Butts Lane had still not been repaired despite the promises of Tank Industrial Maintenance at the September meeting.  A local tenant of the horse pasture was finding it almost impossible to access the field in her vehicle which was not four wheel drive. MPC instructed the clerk to follow up urgently with landowners & NCC Rights of Way to action as this was another longstanding issue that hadn’t been addressed.					Clerk	
· Residents commented on the untidy appearance of the village with weeds and rubbish in gutters.  The clerk indicated that BDC had recently sprayed the gutters with weed killer and were likely to do a sweep shortly. 	
· MCA reported that they had received a donation of £30 from Thimbles which they had matched and purchased 1,000 daffodil bulbs.  MCA hoped residents, MPC Members and the school children could get involved in bulb planting and other village improvement projects.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Chairman invited the residents present to consider projects that could benefit from the CCllr’s Grant Fund in 2012.  Potential projects discussed included the planter under the Misson village entrance sign and refurbishment of the village green seats.  The latter project was selected for the current year and MPC instructed the clerk to seek quotes for the work.  Further research was required regarding the planter.												Clerk

(2) Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary & Non Pecuniary Interests. None

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 5th September 2012.  Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.  

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on Agenda.  MPC noted:
· MPC noted a decision on the MCA WREN grant application was expected on 5th December 2012.
· Members remained concerned over the food waste spreading practices as described by Tank Industrial Maintenance.  The clerk reported that she had photographs of some of the waste spreading activity off Bryan’s Close bridleway.  MPC instructed the clerk to send the photographs and raise their concerns with the Environment Agency who grant licences for the work.					Clerk

(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech.  TTCC reported:
· Hugh James Solicitors held a private nuisance claim Drop-In Day at Austerfield Field Study Centre on Tuesday 2nd October.  A further 10 residents registered as claimants and Hugh James will be proceeding with the action.  
· TTCC met with Amy Ogden that morning who reported that the bio-filter and acid scrubber were fully operational.  However, the number of complaints still being received & the intensity of the odour levels reported indicated that these abatement works had not solved the odour problem.  Amy was concerned that it was becoming apparent that the outside works were a significant source of odour.  TTCC were concerned that under the conditions of the Permit TTN were allowed until November 2013 to deal with the outside activities.
· Council discussed various actions open to them and as priorities:
· Instructed the clerk to set up a meeting with BDC and invite representatives of neighbouring parishes affected.										Clerk
· Asked Cllr Cameron to investigate the legislative and legal options open to MPC to try to resolve the issue more quickly.								Cllr Cameron

(6) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths.  Council noted:
· A BDC Engineer had inspected the churchyard wall.  In his opinion the movement was not recent & posed no immediate risk. He advised to monitor the degree of movement on a six monthly basis. He suggested a number of simple techniques. MPC instructed the clerk to seek advice and prices from local builders to undertake the work.								Clerk
· The NCC Lengthsman Scheme evaluation day.  Cllrs Cameron and/or Shilling will attend.	Cllrs
· The NCC Modification Order 2012 granted for Misson Footpath 13 (Norwith Hill).
· Council discussed the various highways issues and instructed the clerk to seek a parish ‘walkabout’ with NCC Highways Manager to address these and schedule the work required.		Clerk	
· The clerk reported the problem weed growth in Slaynes Lane dyke which was impeding its value as a drainage channel and wildlife habitat.  MPC instructed the clerk to seek remedial action from the responsible bodies including Hanson’s quarry and the Environment Agency.			Clerk
