
MINUTES of the MEETING of MISSON PARISH COUNCIL

Held on Wednesday 6th July 2011

Public Participation 
Twelve residents attended.  Ian Lord, as a local resident & representative of the Misson Mill architects BLD, was invited to present the current and outline plans proposed for the Mill site.  Ian explained the current planning application was designed to tidy up the layout of the ground behind the employment units and form a new area of hard standing.  Future plans for the site are much more ambitious and include an area of housing greater than the existing economic area; an area allocated to community facilities; and a new employment zone to the rear of the land holding.  Such a development would be progressed via discussion with the parish council, community and BDC and would likely require a local referendum to vote in favour of the plans before a planning submission was made. Residents raised the issue of current tenants concerns that rents/rates could be prohibitive in a new facility and that the Mill owner had recently removed the community use of the sports/cricket ground to provide grazing for horses.  The chairman thanked Ian, and informed residents that BDC planners would  attend the MPC September meeting which would discuss potential development sites for the village following the analysis of the resident’s survey.

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 8th June 2011. Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on Agenda

· Council remain concerned that the ‘brown sign’ at the junction of Top St/Middle St could aggravate the road safety issues at this notorious road junction.  MPC instructed the clerk to determine the legal position of the brown signs with NCC highways and act according to the position.

· The Chairman introduced the need to review the future meeting procedure to reduce the time taken to conduct the business items and comply with MPC Standing Orders.  Cllr Mcllroy suggested a ‘normal’ meeting should take no more than 90 minutes and speaking through the chair may speed up proceedings.  Following a discussion of the options Council agreed to put a time limit against agenda items for the next meeting.
(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech including a report from the Tunnel Tech Complaints Committee

· Mr Botcherby & Mrs Williamson made a verbal report on behalf of TTCC which Council noted. 
1. BDC were not satisfied with the Odournet report following the findings of the peer review BDC had commissioned. 
2.  BDC are now consulting their legal team and are likely to take legal action against TT for breach of the Permit conditions.  As a result the Authority is now in a state of ‘legal privilege’ which prevents Officers from making any comment until the case goes to court. BDC will then issue a public statement of intent.
Cllr Mcllroy thanked the TTCC for their work in ensuring residents made complaints to BDC which he felt had been instrumental in reaching this position.  Cllr Yates informed the meeting that having suffered the odours over a two year period of attending MPC meetings she would be writing a letter of support for the action to BDC.

3. The Chairman reported that MPC, TTCC together with BDC, Cllrs and other parish councils had made formal objections to the TT application for a water abstraction licence.  These objections had been acknowledged by the Environment Agency but a decision was not expected for 4-5 months.
(6) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths

· Members noted with pleasure that the road resurfacing at Bawtry Road, Newington was scheduled for September.
· The Chairman had received complaints of an overgrown pavement on the road into the village and the general untidiness and weed growth around the village roads.  MPC instructed the clerk to notify NCC Highways team for appropriate action. Clerk

· Cllr Yates informed the meeting of a letter she had received regarding progress on the MPC application for a footpath modification order at Norwith Hill.  MPC instructed the clerk to ensure all interested parties have been notified and agenda the item at the next meeting.
