Public Participation 		Five residents attended.  
Residents’ questions & concerns included:
· Rumours of road closure along Bawtry Road.  The clerk reported no knowledge of this although resurfacing work is planned during February 2015.  However, further closure of the Springs Road may occur during November for signal commissioning at Beech Hill Level Crossing.  The current road closure is programmed to last until the end of September.
· Bus Service – the new service has been well received in Misson, a regular driver & running on time has helped passengers.  However, the lack of a Saturday service is a loss to the amenity & the route through Harworth is not serving some populations very well.
· A resident asked for a copy of the MPC Standing Orders which the clerk will provide.	Clerk	

(1) Apologies for Absence.  Cllrs V Shilling, J Sutherton & County Cllr L Yates (written report sent by e-mail)

(2) Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary & None Pecuniary Interests. None

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 2nd July 2014.  Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.  

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on the Agenda. None

(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech
The TTCC provided a written report, key points as follows:
· Odour complaints have risen from 21 in July to 40 in August, a month which we were assured would be free from noxious odour from TTN.
· The complaints data suggest one household is being counted as one complaint (per day) regardless of the number of people within the household being affected.
· Legal advice from Landmark Chambers has been requested regarding the lack of Permit enforcement.  Dr Mandy Walker is kindly funding this advice.  Dr Walker also intends to provide residents with an updated information pack.
· TTCC believe a discussion with BDC Officers is required to understand the compliance & legal situation resulting in a lack of legal proceedings against TTN to date.
MPC Members determined to seek a meeting with BDC at the earliest opportunity & instructed the clerk to arrange a suitable date.								Clerk

(6) Planning:
a. Planning decisions:- 14/00786/RSB resubmission of 14/00078/FUL erection of detached dwelling, land at Carlton House, Station Rd, Misson – Granted.  Members expressed concern that the BDC Conservation Officer comments were not published on the BDC planning site, despite Members request for a site visit;  14/00822/HSE erect conservatory to the Nook, Vicar Lane – Granted; 14/00597/VOC variation of condition 2 to retain PVC windows & doors at barn conversion Middlewood Farm, Springs Rd – Granted; 14/00529/HSE demolish garage & erect two storey extension, garden room & detached garage, Delfin Cottage, Slaynes Lane – Granted.

b. Planning applications:-.  14/01104/CDM variation of Conditions 6 & 7 of Application 32/02/00017 for an extension of time to allow remaining sand/gravel reserves to be extracted.  MPC made No Objection & No Comment.


c. To consider any other Planning Matters:-
· Members noted the BDC letter on Site Allocation Consultation from Mr Armiger.  Members expressed concern that the delay in approving the Site Allocations appeared to allow developers to seek, & gain approval for, developments outside the scope of sites that parishes had identified through the BDC consultation process.
· Cllr Simpson gave Members some background information on the planning process including the Governments new housing supply targets; targets for appeal failure rates; and Affordable Housing targets – all of which have a bearing on decisions being made on planning applications in Misson parish, as elsewhere in Bassetlaw.

(7) Fracking & Neighbourhood issues
· Cllr Watson provided a fracking update, including the latest IGas Liaison group discussions:
· Analysis of the testing sites was still ongoing.  As a result no planning application had been made to date.
· IGas are negotiating with several landowners with a view to selecting one for a test drill planning application.  
· Pollybell Farms are the largest landowner in the area under consideration.  As an organic farmer it is hard to square shale gas extraction with producing organic certified produce.
· A face to face survey was underway with residents in the NE Bassetlaw area, including Misson, to provide information on the issues & seek residents views.
· Members reviewed the parish Tree Survey Report.  Members approved the quotes for the recommended essential works (£300) and the desirable works in the cemetery (£400) – for completion during autumn/winter 2014-15.  Members requested a copy of the report & will review the additional desirable works during their 2015-16 budgeting planning.	Clerk
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The clerk reported that an application to the Lafarge-Tarmac Landfill Communities Fund (LCF) had been sent for consideration at their October meeting.  If successful, the grant will fund heritage village entrance signs, planters & leaflets to promote heritage walks linked to the village. The school & MCA are partners in the project. The clerk will circulate a copy of the application to all Members.								Clerk
· Cllr Simpson suggested that the Retford Lions may be happy to contribute to village community projects & will provide contact details.						Cllr Simpson
· The clerk reported that the church clock will be repaired later in the week & the MPC donation had helped make this possible.
· Members reviewed the two quotes received for the community centre oil tank replacement, together with the project budget.  The clerk reported that numerous quotes were sought but the market was limited to a few companies who had the legal approvals to transport & treat waste oil (tanks).  Members approved the quote from Rix Oil to provide a steel replacement tank, which offered improved anti-theft features.  Members instructed the clerk to seek any local company/trust donations to contribute to the project prior to implementation of the works. Clerk

(8) Communications including BDC & NCC Broadband Scheme updates
· The clerk reported that the mast on the church was operational. Marketing leaflets, produced by BDC, had been distributed by hand to Misson residents thanks to Cllr Watson & volunteers.
· Cllr Watson reported on a number of resident concerns regarding:
· their poor experience in communicating with BDC to assess line of sight eligibility
· the length & complexity of the BDC contract – some 9 pages – in comparison to commercial contracts
· the costs/time period of the contract were higher than expected ie £29 pm for a three year contract; £35 pm for two years to £42 pm for an annual contract.
· MPC instructed the clerk to seek a copy of the contract & a report on resident/business uptake from BDC.  										Clerk
		
(9) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths
· Members instructed the clerk to seek clarification on the news that the engineering works to correct subsidence on the Springs & Bawtry Roads was to be postponed to next financial year.  Given the road safety concerns over this & the white lining issue at Top St/Station Rd Members resolved to make an official complaint to NCC if a satisfactory	outcome could not be quickly achieved. · Members felt the road information signs directing traffic during the road works (Bawtry) & road closures (Bawtry & Misson Springs) were very poor.  DMBC had removed signage resulting in traffic making the long journey down Springs Road only to find it closed.  MPC instructed the clerk to seek better signage from DMBC or NCC as the responsible bodies.		Clerk
· Members welcomed the start of the Lenghtsman Scheme with the strimming along Vicar Lane & works around the community centre for the Village Show.  Members agreed to review the Lengthsman proposed schedule & identify priority works. 				Members

(10) Policing.  No report at this meeting.  Members instructed the clerk to ascertain if Misson parish was currently served by a Police Community Support Officer, & if so whether they were active in the parish.										Clerk
