Public Participation 		25 residents attended.  
Residents’ questions & concerns included:
· Lack of white lining chevrons at the Top Street/Station Road corner.  This is an ongoing safety issue which MPC has sought to rectify.  NCC has postponed the Bawtry Road renewal & white lining until February 2015 due to Beech Hill Level Crossing closure.  MPC will press for white lining as an urgent safety issue.							
· Unsafe parking at the corner of Top Street/Bawtry Road – a near miss witnessed due to the parking of a van too close to the corner.  MPC instructed the clerk to follow up both issues. 

(1) Apologies for Absence.  Cllrs V Shilling & E Vallance

(2) Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary & None Pecuniary Interests. None

(3) Minutes of the Meeting 4th June 2014.  Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.  

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on the Agenda. None

(5) Presentation from Bassetlaw District Council Member & Officers on progress with Permit compliance by Tunnel Tech North

Items 5 & 6 were addressed during the public participation session to allow public questions & comments to be raised & addressed. The Chairman welcomed Cllr Julie Leigh to her first MPC meeting, together with BDC Officers.

BDC Member & Officers provided a key points update on progress towards ensuring TTN complies with the BDC Permit in full. Together with answers to public questions these points follow:
· BDC believe the odour problem has lessened but is not good enough & that TTN are in breach of the BDC Permit.
· The abatement works required under the current planning approval have been completed on time & to a high standard.
· BDC were concerned with the large number of odour incidences in June, post abatement.  BDC believe this is unrelated to the abated process & are investigating the situation/malfunction as a separate breach of the Permit.
· Work on building a legal case has been in progress from December re the material breach of the Permit.  BDC are seeking to build a watertight case with legal experts & experts on odour modelling.  BDC are waiting for a final draft of the legal advice with critical decisions in the next few months.   Should legal papers be served, BDC will inform MPC & TTCC when the case becomes public.
· BDC do not believe TTN are pumping water into the River Idle as water is a valued resource.

The Chairman thanked the BDC presenters & re-convened the MPC business meeting.

(6) Presentation from Cogitamus/Network Rail/GNGE Alliance on Beech Hill Level Crossing upgrade
This presentation did not take place as the representatives left the meeting during the TTN public discussions with BDC officers.  Members of MPC were at a loss to understand this explanation for this occurrence.  MPC & residents subsequently received an e-mail apology from Illiam Costain McCade for withdrawing the presentation.  The reasons for withdrawal were given as the discussion on the issue of Tunnel Tech seeming of much greater concern to residents than calling an end to the discussion in order to facilitate the presentation on Beech Hill Level Crossing.  MPC Members had understood that the Cogitamus representatives were staying in the area, affording them the time to make their presentation following that on TTN.  An electronic version of the presentation has been provided & is available on request. 
· Members & residents expressed concern over the volume of traffic, including HGVs, that would travel through Misson village for the six weeks closure period, particularly with the poor road markings at severe bends.
· Cllr Simpson is well informed on the Network Rail plans & is happy to address residents queries. 

(7) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech.  
The TTCC gave a brief update on complaints data as follows:
· February 49	March 27	April 62	May 53	June 35
· Hugh James solicitors were unaware of the continuing nuisance.  If residents feel they should re-engage with the legal team, please contact the TTCC as soon as possible.

(8) Planning:
a. Planning decisions:- None

b. Planning applications:- 14/00786/RSB resubmission of 14/00078/FUL erection of detached dwelling, land at Carlton House, Station Rd, Misson.  MPC reviewed the original & new papers concerned with the application & came to the same decision to Object to the application.  MPC were concerned to hear that both the BDC Planning & Conservation Officers had not visited the applicant to view the site considering the long history of the application.  MPC instructed the clerk to seek a site visit by BDC Planning Officers.					Clerk

c. To consider any other Planning Matters:-
· Members noted approval of further Neighbourhood Plan support from a Planning Consultant. A workshop will be held over the next month.
· Cllrs Watkins & Watson attended a NALC planning workshop.  This was not as useful as hoped, as the agenda was not completed in the time allowed.
		
(9) Fracking & Neighbourhood issues
· Cllr Watson provided an update on the recent NEBF meeting on fracking:
· Presentations from DECC; EA; HSE & NCC Planning left many questions unanswered as many responsibilities were still to be determined despite the prospect of imminent planning applications.
· The public are to be reassured that if best practice is followed in the UK – the Gold Standard – fracking will be perfectly safe.
· The Agencies promised a written response to questions they couldn’t answer.
· NCC do not yet have draft policies & guidance for shale gas extraction & only three Enforcement Officers for the whole of the county.
· The usual planning consultation time of 21 days will apply.  Pre-consultation via the IGas Liaison Group will help with this timescale for responses.  The Group meet tomorrow.
· Cllr Watson agreed to draft a response to the DECC Consultation on fracking permits & compensation on behalf of MPC.							Cllr Watson
· Cllr Woolliams reported that he & Cllr Shilling had visited the Lafarge-Tarmac quarry at Finningley.  The management team had encouraged an application to their Landfill Communities Fund (LCF).  MPC agreed the clerk would prepare an application for the August 15th deadline.  The application would be considered at an October Grants Panel.			Clerk
· MPC reviewed the opportunities offered by the new NCC Community Fund supporting WW1 commemorative projects.  Cllr Watson reported on school projects Misson Primary was engaged with.  MPC looked forward to investigating community partnership projects.
· Cllr Simpson reported on progress with the Rural Action Plan & a BDC review of supported bus services due in September.

(10) Communications including BDC & NCC Broadband Scheme updates
· The clerk reported that delays with equipment delivery had set back the installation of the masts on the church, which was now expected later in the month.  Marketing leaflets are in preparation.
· NCC will bid for further central Government funding to support high speed broadband in ‘hard to reach’ areas not covered by the current NCC programme.
		
(11) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths
· Members instructed the clerk to seek NCC action on the unresolved white lining issue as a road safety priority.										Clerk

(13) Co-option of Misson Parish Council Member.
· Members reviewed the application for the remaining Councillor vacancy.  Members resolved to accept the application & co-opted Ms Andrea Parsons as a Member of Misson Parish Council.
