Public Participation 		Five residents attended.  
CCllr Yates provided a progress report on the Idle Valley flooding issues – proposals to return the affected 
farm land back to flood plain are being discussed with Notts Wildlife Trust & a community consultation 
proposed. Liz also brought the NCC Switch n Save energy scheme & First Time Buyers 5% deposit 
scheme to residents attention (information in the notice boards).  
Members & residents brought the road subsidence issues on Bawtry Rd & Misson Springs to Liz’s 
attention.  Liz recommended contacting the NCC Highway’s Manager for a further inspection visit.

Residents raised the following issues:
· Large articulated lorries travelling at speed through the village going to the Rocket Site on Misson Springs.  A ‘near miss’ was experienced by two residents travelling in the opposite direction approaching the bend at the village green.  They had reported the incident to the Rocket Site who had responded.  MPC instructed the clerk to investigate any planning constraints on the sites permissions.
· Bottle banks frequently full & overflowing
· The planter on the entrance to the village needs weeding
· Street lights are not working near the Chapel and one on Manor Close.
· Tyres have been dumped on Bawtry Road & Springs Road & Bawtry Road is strewn with rubbish
· When will the quarrying finish?
Council instructed the clerk to action these concerns with the relevant authorities.		Clerk

(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech.   TTCC reported:

· BDC Officers will be meeting with MPC, TTCC & other affected parish representatives on 11th March.
· BDC have had the peer review from ADAS of the TTN Odournet findings since 19th February but have not released the information to TTCC or the parishes to date.  MPC instructed the clerk to request the report as a matter of urgency.									Clerk
· Hugh James have a total of 51 claimants & have agreed a nine member delegate claimant group.  They will be meeting with the group before April.

(6) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths.  
· The issue of dog fouling was discussed.  Council instructed the clerk to request a multi-purpose litter bin  from BDC to be sited at the end of River Lane.							Clerk
· Cllrs Shilling & Woolliams reported on their findings from visiting the Lengthsman scheme at Harworth & Bircotes TC.  MPC resolved to implement the NCC scheme for a year with the H&B TC cluster.
· The subsidence on Bawtry Road & Misson Springs Road at Cow Pasture Lane and the Level Crossing was discussed in detail.  Council believe the roads to be dangerous & in need of re-engineering to make save for use at the national speed limit.  MPC instructed the clerk to seek a NCC visit.  Clerk

(7) Policing.  PC Thomas reported on rural crime figures in East Bassetlaw (excluding Retford & Harworth) for February 2013:
· Rural crime down by 8.9%
· Burglaries are up 15.2%.
· Three people have been charged for the murder in Everton.
Specific to Misson there have been 16 calls for the month and five crimes reported which is slightly higher than the average.  These include thefts and burglaries on Top Street, Vicar Lane, Gibdyke, Mulberry Court & Hagg Lane.  

(8) Planning:
a. Planning decisions:- 12/01805/CDM Erection of a 1.8m Pallas Fence & Gate, Misson Primary School – approved by NCC; Variation of condition 35 of 1/32/08/00018 to increase the lorry movements from 50 to 75 per day Newington South Quarry, Misson – approved by NCC.
b. Planning Applications:–  13/00110/FUL Erect a detached domestic garage, Middlewood Farm, Misson Springs – Council made No Comment & No Objection.
c. To consider any other Planning Matters: MPC instructed the clerk to invite BDC to present on Neighbourhood Plans to the Annual Meeting.							Clerk

(9) NCC Local Improvement Scheme.  Council discussed the project options in regard to the LIS criteria and felt the proposed parish leaflet to promote the parish paths networks & heritage assets to assist residents & visitors make the most of living, working or visiting the village & it’s surrounds; together with village signage to reflect the parish history best fitted the criteria.  Council instructed the clerk to research costings & qotes to meet the fund’s September deadline for applications.  				Clerk

(11) Misson Community Centre refurbishment.  The meeting was suspended for this item to allow MCA Chairman to update Council.
· MCA had received the Permission to Start approval from WREN.
· WREN will make the grant payment at the end of the project.  Work will be undertaken in phases.  MCA will fund the first phase from reserves if required but some suppliers were prepared to wait until final project completion for payment.
· The plumber was intending to replace the boiler over the Easter holidays & possibly replace the toilets at the same time.  MPC is requested to clear the boiler room of their items in storage for the duration of the Easter work.											Clerk
